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Rezumat

In toamna anului 2018 Complexul Muzeal Bistrita-Nisiud si un grup de voluntari ai asociatiei
Celtic Transilvania au efectuat un diagnostic arheologic in localitatea Breaza (comuna Negrilesti,
jud. Bistrita-Nisiud), in punctul numit ,Ja Poartd”. Acest diagnostic a fost solicitat ca urmare a unei
descoperiri intdmplitoare ficute in anul 2017 in acest punct, in urma cireia la Complexul Muzeal
Bistrita-Nisiud au fost donate doui piese de fier: un topor si o coasd. In urma cercetirilor noastre a
mai fost identificati o toarti de fier, care pe baza analogiilor cu celelalte doui artefacte gisite trebuie
incadrati cronologic ca apartinind epocii La Téne. Pornind de la premisa ci aceste descoperiri pot fi
incluse cronologic in cadrul epocii La Téne atunci ele par a oferi ideea unui vechi drum de culme ce
ficea legaturid intre Valea Mare si Tara Lapusului.
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Abstract

In the fall of 2018 the Bistrita-Nisiud Museum Complex and a group of volunteers from the
Celtic Transilvania Association carried out an archaeological diagnostic in the locality of Breaza
(Negrilesti comunne, Bistrita-Nisiud county), in the point called “La Poarti”. This diagnostic was
done as a result of a chance discovery, made in 2017 in this point, after which two iron artifacts were
donated to the Bistrita-Nisiud Museum Complex: an ax and a sickle. In our research, it was also
identified or iron handle, which on the basis of analogies with the other two artifacts found must be
chronologically classified as belonging to the La Téne period. Starting from the premise that these
finds can be included chronologically within the La Téne period then they seem to offer the idea of
an ancient ridge road that it was a link between Valea Mare and Tara Lipugului.
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
